I have inquired about that same procedure and found there was nothing in writing. We are flying by the seat of our gym shorts. What I have found out is the following;
1) Red Cross notifies CPA whom attempts to find the service member. Another reason why I am such a butthead about accountability.
2) Once notified we will assist the service member in making arrangements to get home. We will produce emergency leave papers. We will pull some strings to get him/her to BIAP and further along to Kuwait for a flight out. 
3) Orders will be cut (if needed) to get the civilian flight to the HOR.
Now saying all of the that, if there is a bona-fide emergency and the service member knows about in advance, his or her chain should make every effort to verify and let us start working the issue to get them home early. From my previous investigation the Red Cross message will get here LATE!
I know it was not much help but that is all I know at the moment.
