EMERGENCY PROTECTIVE ACTION GUIDANCE FOR DIRECT FIRE AND GROUND ATTACK

1.
In the event of direct fire (pistol, rifle, machine gun and RPG) or a ground attack occurring within the vicinity of the MOD Annex, moving in the International Zone the following immediate action is to be taken:
 

· Get down, seek cover, and immediately put on your helmet and flak jacket.  Lock your doors and remain as flat as possible, away from windows and exterior doors.   
· Do not move about the hallways, stairwells, and other entrances into the building.  If stuck in one of these areas during an attack lay flat as possible, to minimize the possibility of you becoming injured from enemy or friendly fire.  Remain there until the all clear has been given.  

· If outside the building, immediately seek cover and concealment in one of the bunkers and remain there until the all clear is given.  Put on your helmet and flak jacket if possible.  
· Once direct fire has ceased Senior members from each section will take a head count and report their numbers to the HQ CMDT for accountability.  A rep from the HQ CMDT will be in the Guard House.  The Guard House can be reached at 852-1366.

Medical Procedures for injuries
· Provide self-aid and buddy first aid until the attack is over.  After direct fire has ceased, move all causalities to the Causality Collection Point (CCP) located by the 2 black double door gates at the entrance to compound.  The CCP will be marked with a RED Cross and labeled CCP.  The alternate CCP will be in the southwest corner of the parking lot.  First aid will be rendered as appropriate and the causality will be transported to the 31st CSH for treatment by medical staff.  The CSH will be notified of the incoming personnel.  The HQ CMDT or the Guard House will make this call. 


Operational Security
· During an attack, refrain from using cell phones and internet until after the incident as Operations Security is real and anything can possibly be heard or detected by the enemy to gain information.  Anyone using a cell phone, other than designated officials will have their phones confiscated on site. Designated officials are those exercising command and control during the incident
In the event of a fire, as a result of the indirect fire, follow all fire order procedures.

NON-SECURITY FORCE RULES OF ENGAGEMENT

· All non-security military and civilian personnel that are armed will remain in place and not take any offensive actions to hunt or to defeat enemy forces.
· Only Force Protection, Military Police, Military Medical Personnel, and other authorized Quick Reaction Force and Security Personnel are authorized to move within the MOD Annex.  This is for everyone’s safety, to minimize the potential for fratricide, and maximize our opportunity to quickly identify and defeat any ground attacker in order to exploit success.

· All armed non-security personnel are only authorized to engage enemy personnel who have come into or are attempting to gain entry into their office or bunker that pose a direct immediate risk to coalition personnel.
