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Please take the following protective actions to minimize the potential for the surreptitious placement of an Improvised Explosive Device (IED) or in the event of discovery of a known or potential IED within the vicinity of Phoenix Base, Trailer Camps, or while traveling outside of the Phoenix Base /Trailer Camps.
 
PREVENTIVE PROTECTIVE MEASURES:
· Unguarded containers in corridors or other public areas pose a serious threat to your personal safety as they are a perfect host for IED’s.
· Dumping of refuse (boxes & bins) for collection outside office rooms and trailers is not authorized.  Please take responsibility for all refuse in office and individual common areas. Please keep this within the confines of your office/trailer until properly thrown away into approved trash containers/dumpsters.
· Personnel are not to leave any backpacks, purses or received mail unsecured at anytime, especially, in common areas.
· Report suspicious behavior of local workers.
IMMEDIATE ACTIONS UPON DETECTION OF A SUSPICIOUS OBJECT (POSSIBLE IED):
· BE ALERT FOR “OUT OF PLACE” OBJECTS such as rock piles, fresh dirt, dead animals and other objects.
· IMMEDIATELY CALL:

· ALWAYS KNOW YOUR LOCATION, WHERE YOU ARE GOING, AND BE ALERT TO YOUR SURROUNDINGS.  Knowing where you are will allow you to report the location of the IED, and to quickly request assistance.
· DO NOT PHYSICALLY TOUCH OR TRY TO MOVE TOWARD THE IED.  Many IED’s are booby trapped.
· CLEAR THE AREA AND EVACUATE, at a minimum, all offices or trailers within 500 meters of the IED unless, otherwise directed by security or Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD).
· OFFICE MANAGERS ACCOUNT FOR ALL THEIR STAFF and immediately report this information to MSG Soto at HQ CMDT  DSN 318 852 1304  or Iraqna  790 191 0701 immediately following an incident. Do not allow personnel to return to any trailer/place until the all clear signal is given by security or EOD.

MEDICAL PROCEDURES FOR INJURIES:
· There will be Combat Life Saver in the area directly outside Triple Canopy’s Office to provide immediate medical care to any injured personnel at the Phoenix Base.  
· Emergency plans have been developed to provide medical evacuation or to address potential medical requirements for mass casualty situations to ensure your well being. 

OPERATIONAL SAFETY: 

· Do not utilize cellular telephones or other electronic devices in the immediate vicinity of an IED, as this could result in a premature detonation of the IED.  
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
