EMERGENCY PROTECTIVE ACTION GUIDANCE FOR VEHICLE BOMB IMPROVISED EXLOSIVE DEVICE (VBIED)

Vehicle Bourne Improvised Explosive Device (VBIED) is a serious threat to the Green Zone, particularly the MOD Annex site which is situated on the northern boundary of the RED Zone. The following protective actions are to minimize the potential for injury resulting from a VBIED attack or in the event of discovery of a known or potential VBIED.
 

PREVENTIVE PROTECTIVE MEASURES
· Do not leave vehicles unlocked or the windows down.  Park in designated parking areas only.
· Prior to getting into your vehicle look for any sign of tampering on the body/exterior of the vehicle 
· Visually inspect all vehicles through the windows prior to entering and thoroughly once inside prior to starting.   
· Do not linger near gates or other coalition vehicle checkpoints.  These are 
where VBIED attacks will most likely occur.
· Maintain strict control over all official vehicle keys and vehicle passes.
· Be alert for vehicles that have been left unattended.
· Vehicles that seem to be riding very low due to an unspecified heavy load.

· Vehicles that are occupied and seem to be watching the MOD Annex or other coalition check points or facilities.
· Report all suspicious activity to the Guard House, J-2, or the HQ CMDT.
IMMEDIATE ACTIONS UPON DETECTION OF A POSSIBLE VBIED:
· CLEAR THE AREA AND EVACUATE all personnel within 500 meters of the VBIED. Evacuation points will be designated with guidance provided at both the Guardhouse and the front and rear entrances to the MOD Annex site.
· Do not physically touch or move close to the VBIED.  Await the arrival of Explosive Ordnance Disposal Team (EOD).  They will be contacted by the Guard house or the HQ CMDT.  Many VBIED’s are booby trapped.
· Immediately notify the Guard House at 852-1366 or IRQNA 7901698462.  Be prepared to give the location 
and description of the vehicle, e.g. make, color, model, license plate number, and description of any vehicle occupants.

IMMEDIATE ACTIONS DURING A VBIED ATTACK 
· While in work spaces, immediately put on helmet and flak jacket.
· Move away from all windows and stay away from the parking lot side of the buildings.

· Remain in-doors until the all clear has been given.  Do not attempt to go outside, for the enemy will usually follow up with a second VBIED.  
If outside, quickly move to the nearest bunker and remain there until the all clear has been given.   Try to utilize a Bunker away from the parking lot side of the MOD Annex.  Do not attempt to leave the bunker.  Be prepared for the enemy to follow-up with a secondary attack (VBIED, IDF, SAF). 

· Senior members from each section will take a head count and report their numbers to the HQ CMDT for accountability.  A rep from the HQ CMDT will be Guard House.  The Guardhouse can be reached at 852-1366.

IMMEDIATE ACTIONS AFTER A VBIED ATTACK:
STAY AWAY FROM THE AREA OF THE VBIED ATTACK.  Need to be prepared for the enemy to follow-up with a secondary attack (VBIED, IDF, SAF). 

· Only EOD, security, medical and key personnel are authorized within the area of the VBIED attack.  If you have not been told that you are key personnel, then you are not key personnel.  
· DO NOT ATTEMPT TO GO INTO THE DEBRIS FIELD/RUBBLE 
PILE if a portion of the MOD Annex has partially collapsed as a result of the attack. This area has possible additional unexploded ordnance; is in further danger of collapse, and you are placing yourself and any potential victims trapped within the debris at unnecessary risk.

· Senior members from each section will take a head count and report their numbers to the HQ CMDT for accountability.  A rep from the HQ CMDT will be in the Guard House.  The Guard House can be reached at 852-1366.
Medical Procedures for injuries
· Provide self-aid and buddy first aid until the attack is over.  Move all causalities to the Causality Collection Point (CCP) located by the 2 black double door gates at the entrance to compound.  The CCP will be marked with a RED Cross and labeled CCP.  The alternate CCP will be in the southwest corner of the parking lot.  First aid will be rendered as appropriate and the causality will be transported to the 31st CSH for treatment by medical staff.  The CSH will be notified of the incoming personnel.  The HQ CMDT or the Guard House will make this call.  The Guardhouse can be reached at 852-1366.


Operational Security
· During an attack, do not utilize cellular telephones or other electronic devices in the immediate vicinity of a VBIED, as this could result in a premature detonation of the VBIED.
