Recently there have been two security related incidents involving American citizens: 

In one instance an American employee took a company vehicle in the early morning hours and went “Baghdad sightseeing.”  In this case, he did make it safely back to the International Zone, but only after a major search was initiated to locate him.  His employment was terminated and he was returned to the States.

In the second incident, another American employee opted to walk home alone late at night.  He was attacked by an unknown number of assailants in the vicinity of several local restaurants near the 31st CSH, and was severely beaten.    

You must exercise common sense while posted in Iraq.  Please ensure that:

1.  If you drink, drink responsibly.

2.  If you are walking about, do so with at least one other person.

3.  If something doesn’t look right to you, trust your instincts and

 take appropriate action.

4.  Be aware of your surroundings. 

5.  Know where Safe Havens are located.

6.  If driving, do not pick up strangers.

7.  If you are driving and a marked police car attempts to stop you,

 continue on until you see Coalition Military Personnel or a

            Coalition Facility before you stop.

8.  Carry your cell phone with you at all times and know the

            number for the RSO Tactical Operations Center (TOC) “112”.

9.  Avoid actions that can make you a target.
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
